(Open to All Levels) 

Hank Williams and Buck Owens were masters of the three chord form.  Jim will lead you through country standards from each artist including Jambalaya, Your Cheatin' Heart, Hey, Good Lookin', I'm So Lonesome I Could Cry, I've Got A Tiger By The Tail, My Heart Skips A Beat, Together Again, Foolin' Round and more.  You'll not only learn the chord progressions to these classics by ear, you'll learn about the hooks that made these songs famous. This workshop will also teach you about basic song structure and the Nashville Number System.
Stuart Fuchs
Fingerstyle for the Ukulele  This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants.
(Open to all Levels)
Whether you are just getting started or have years of experience with finger style playing, this is a workshop you’ll want to attend. This exciting Ukulele workshop will provide you with an in-depth approach to becoming proficient with your right hand fingerstyle technique.

Together we’ll explore accompaniment patterns for blues and jug band styles, bossa nova, classical and flamenco techniques.  Learn how to develop an effortless technique of finger style ukulele and a smooth tone.  You’ll learn a whole slew of genre specific patterns as we play through fun songs and instrumental solo pieces.  We’ll also go deep into the building blocks of finger coordination, how to create different tones colors, and the all important topic of how to practice for the most results with the least amount of effort.

Stuart has studied classical, flamenco, and gypsy jazz guitar for over 25 years and is looking forward to sharing his experience with you!  Ultimately, you’ll leave with a rock solid understanding of the nuts and bolts of great fingerstyle playing on the Ukulele. Taught in C6 tuning. 
(If you play with your fingernails, it is recommended that you bring a set of nail files – course, fine and 1500 grit sandpaper so Stu can share his tips on shaping & caring for the nails.)
“ The Uke in Black” – A Johnny Cash Ukulele Jam! Finger Pickin’ a Melody

This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants.
(Open to all Levels)
Johnny Cash was arguably one of the most influential American songwriters of the 20th century. While he is often remembered as a country music icon, his music and poetry embraces blues, gospel, cowboy ballads, rock n’ roll and railroad songs. In this workshop we’ll play & sing many of Cash’s most celebrated songs in addition to many less known “deep cuts”. You will improve your sense of groove & timing through country & blues strumming patterns, and learn to sing as you play with greater ease. In addition we’ll learn many of the delightfully twangy lead lines of his lead guitarist, Luther Perkins, that characterized Johnny Cash’s classic Sun Records sound. NOTE: Nearly every song in this workshop has just three chords (who needs more?). Taught in C6 tuning.
Rockabilly for the Uke: Ukeabilly

(Open to all Levels)
Go cat go!!! In this workshop, Kala Ukulele artist Stuart Fuchs will teach Rockabilly & Rock n’ Roll guitar styles adapted for Ukulele. You’ll play classic songs and learn the tricks of Rockabilly rhythm & lead playing in the styles of Carl Perkins, Brian Setzer, Chuck Berry, Scotty Moore, and many more. Taught in C6 tuning.

Clawhammer style is a banjo playing technique that also sounds great on the ukulele. For this workshop, we will get the basic techniques and learn two short tunes. Breaking Out of the Strumming Rut- Tired of the same old strums? 
(Beginner to Intermediate)

Counting In Threes

Level 2-3 (Intermediate)

Most ukulele players want to be able to do the triplet strum, but everyone seems to teach it differently. That's because there are lots of different ways of doing triplets. In this class we will be exploring several different ways of doing three-note strumming effects. We will be finding out that the finger we use in our right hand has a major effect on the strum. We will also delve into the mysteries of syncopation. Taught in C6 and D6 tuning.
Decorating With Your Left Hand
This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants.
Level 2-3 (Intermediate)

A lot of players believe that all the left hand has to do is hold down a chord and change to the next chord at the correct place. In this workshop we will look at how to add lots of interest to your playing just by adding a few extra techniques and effects with your left hand. Amongst other things we will look at hammer-ons, runs, accents, muting and ornaments to our basic chords. In other words, we will learn to decorate our music. Taught in C6 tuning.
Less is More
Level 1-2 (Advanced Beginner)
In this workshop you will find out why it is often better to play fewer notes and simpler strums on the ukulele. You will discover how to play songs more simply, but much more musically. You will learn how to put contrasts into your playing by changing volume, tone, and complexity within the song. You will practice simple techniques that you may not have tried yet. We will explore ways of performing with others where everyone plays something different. During this workshop we will be playing a number of well-known songs, all in the key of F. To benefit fully from this class you will need to already be able to strum at least the chords of F, Gm, Am, Bb, C and Dm. Come to the class with any wooden ukulele in C tuning. Taught in C6 tuning.
As You Like It
Level 3-4 (Advanced)
In this workshop we look at the chords, melody and structure of a well-known tune and examine ways of playing it in different styles. These styles will include claw-hammer, fingerpicked, campanella, chord/melody, strummed and flatpicked. We will also attempt to determine just how it should be played by considering such things as tempo, mood, dynamics, texture and complexity. Those attending this class are expected to have a good understanding of chords and melody and have some experience playing instrumentally. Come to the class with a wooden soprano, concert or tenor uke, preferably in re-entrant (high A) tuning. Taught in D6 tuning.

Fast Track Ukulele Basics
(For absolute beginners and novice players)
This fun-filled class will help prepare you for the wonderful weekend of ukulele workshops. As you start to build a repertoire of 2 and 3 chord songs from folk, country, gospel and novelty genres, you will gain an understanding of how and where to strum, and you will learn some  exciting strumming patterns that will bring your music to life. Start picking some basic folk patterns. Learn how to interpret chord diagrams and how to follow musical notation and tablature. You will have lots of material to take away with you to improve your playing skills on your own and with friends. Taught in both D6 and C6 tuning.

Two Chord Songs, Strums & More - all levels
Sometimes all you need is a couple of chords, a catchy melody, and a great groove.  This workshop will introduce a whack of 2 chord songs, and a variety of strumming patterns and riffs to spice them up.  Styles include old time music, rock & roll,  country,  funk, and more.

Strum and Strum Again! - all levels

This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants.
This workshop presents you with a dozen genre specific strumming patterns to help you break out of a rut.   Patterns include: Rock & Roll, Country, Surf, Celtic, Motown, Ska, Reggae, Punk, and many more (plus one extra special strum technique).  Get your right (or left) hand ready for a musical workout full of fun and excitement.

Jazz/Swing Ukulele  – all levels, all tunings.

Learn the techniques of Jazz/Swing ukulele including strumming styles, chord shapes,  common progressions, and improvising

Gerald Ross
Life Above the Third Fret – An Intro to Closed Chords
This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants
(For Confident Beginners to Intermediate Players)
One look at the number of chords typically found in a ukulele chord dictionary is enough to make anyone want to throw in the towel and quit. It looks like thousands! Do you really need to learn all these chords? The answer is a definite no! But if you don’t learn all the chords how will you play in all the keys? How will you quickly play an A flat chord, a C sharp minor or a B minor? And what if the singer decides to sing in the key of E flat?
Closed position chords to the rescue. These easily fingered “chord shapes” are the chameleon chords of the ukulele. One movable “chord shape” is twelve different chords. We will use simple songs to explore this concept. After the workshop you’ll ask yourself, “Why didn’t somebody show me this years ago? It’s so easy.” Taught in C6 tuning with assistance for D6 tuning.
Introduction to Swing Ukulele            This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants.
(For Confident Beginners to Intermediate Players)
The 1930s and 40s were a magical time in the history of popular music. Swing was mainstream. The ukulele was made for swing music! Any uke song can swing and sound jazzy. It’s easy to make your instrumental accompaniment more interesting through chord substitutions and strumming patterns. The material covered in this class is not exclusive to the jazz/swing world; it can be used for all styles of music. No music theory needed. No music reading required. No knuckle-busting chord shapes to learn. Just fun!
A concert or tenor sized uke tuned in GCEA is recommended. We will learn two songs in this workshop. Taught in C6 tuning with assistance for D6 tuning.

Introduction to Chord Melody Solo Style Uke Playing
This workshop is now full and not accepting any more participants.
(For Confident Beginners to Intermediate Players)
Chord Melody is a solo approach to fretted instrument playing where both the chord and melody line are played at the same time. This is a very popular style in the guitar world where many virtuoso players exist. Can this solo style of playing be achieved on the tiny ukulele with its four strings and very short scale? Yes it can! 

Have no fear, this class should actually be titled, “Four Strings Are Plenty Enough!” This finger style technique will use chord substitutions and single-note lines to craft complete, stand-alone arrangements. Taught in C6 tuning with assistance for D6 tuning.
